NUSIG HAS 1S PLACE
15 WELL AS 15 POWER

Assists in Development and
Blends With Five Subjects
In Primary Curriculum

BY A.C. BLACK

The third addrees to the Parth Model
school class of 1907 was given on Wed-
needay October 30, when Mr. Black the
music teacher of the Perth Modal
school, spoke to the ciass on the sabject
of music. As a preliminary remark
Mr. Black said that muosic was & large
subject to be treated ip a limited space
and time, neverthuless, he intended to
touch on the main pointa. Feople
powadoys sooght teackers who had a
knowledge of music and those teachers
who wera able to teach clementary
music conld command & better salary.
Mustc has its placs and power in the
school. Twenty five years ago the city
of Hamilton, beiog the first, added the
study of music to the primary school
curricalurm. Music is an art divine., It
has an ennobling influecce, and should
come within the reach of the poorest
boys of our land. Children posscss an
inborn love of music ; they sing before
they talk. Some thiok the art of po
practical importance, and say it has no
educational value in developiog the
mental faculties. Muosic is not & pas-
titoe por an amusement ; the fact that
one is able to sing & song, or write it on
paper, gives proofl of meatal power and
command of the will, of oo ;mean order.
There ia no end te the multip yiog of
suhjects on the school curriculum, but
time and effort are pecessary to benefit
the school as a whala. .
Yoeal music, when systematized,
assists in develppment, and blends with
five suhjects oo the primary echool
curficalum. These are readieg, writing,
drawing, arithmetie and geography.
Reading has first place because muaic
-and readiog require lhﬁE game mental
procesa. A lew soccessive notes mean
vothing but when piteh, relation and
time are considered, then expreszed hy
the voice ol man, the change ia wonder-
ful. Both music and reading aid pro-
nnociation, io the practice and cootrol
of the vocal organs. Muasic makes the
voice pleasant and aids one in expresziog
thought. In drawing, the child requires
diagrams of real notes sud charmcters ;
theo, when he comes to trapsposition,
wecuracy, neetoess apd order, three
essentials in character building, are
developed Arithmetic is an  esseotisl
sutject of the primary schuol course of
stody. This is a <old and abatesct
subjec, while music ia all that s op-
posie. How, then, du they blend !
